It will support health protection teams to protect individuals, groups and populations from infectious disease and non infectious public health threats including radiation,
chemical and environmental hazards, and manage and minimise the risk of vulnerability to public health events.

Key audiences for this programme are new team members working in regional health protection teams including specialist registrars and health protection practitioners.
